Algebra I: 1 math folder, pencils, 1 red or colored pen, 1 highlighter, 1 dry erase marker, college
ruled lined paper, 1 scientific calculator. Optional: graph paper, tissues, hand sanitizer.

Science Sth: Each student: 1 composition notebook - #2 pencils only (no mechanical
pencils or pens) There are sets of the following supplies that will be shared by all of the
classes. If your student wants to have their own supplies, they will need scissors/glue
stick/colored pencils/calculator/safety glasses. Tissues are always welcome!

An outside reading book should be carried to each class. The teacher will discuss the appropriate
use of the book. This can be one from the list of classics, the library or one from home.

On the first day of class, you will be given an agenda that must be kept in your binder and taken to
each class every day. Also, each classroom is in need of fissues for the runny noses that occur during
the year. Donations of boxes of tissues are welcomed and needed.



HIGH SCHOOL CLASSES, ARTS AND SPORTS SUPPLY LIST

Algebra II: A calculator is required. Texas Instruments model TI-nspire is strongly recommended. All
instruction will be given in class using the TI-Inspire calculator. Thick white board markers (will use daily all
year). Spiral bound notebook dedicated for this class for taking notes. Pencils (traditional or mechanical),
Erasers. A box of Kleenex and a package of disinfecting wipes.

DE Anatomy: 1 composition notebook, 1 folder with pockets, blue or black pen, pencils, highlighter,
glue sticks.

Biology: required 1 composition notebook, Optional but very helpful, dry erase markers, colored
pencils or markers. No spiral notebooks allowed.

Honors Biology: 1 composition notebook, 1 folder with pockets, blue or black pen, pencils, and
highlighter, glue sticks.

DE Biotechnology: 1 composition notebook, 1 folder with pockets, blue or black pen, pencils,
highlighter, glue sticks.

Ballroom (all classes): composition notebook, not required but greatly appreciated--large bag of
mints

British Literature 11"™ and 12" grades: 2" binder with dividers, highlighters in three colors, whiteboard
marker, free write notebook (either spiral or composition), notecards, sticky notes, pens, pencils, paper,

Calculus: Students will need a 1.5" or 2" 3 ring binder used only for this course. Additionally, a
graphing calculator is essential for this course. Texas Instruments models: 83, 84, or N-Spire are
strongly recommended as all instruction will be done using these calculators as models.

Chemistry: Scientific calculator (does not have to be a graphing calculator), 2” three ring binder, with a set of 7
tab dividers, 3 highlighters of different colors. Donate to the class: colored pencils, glue sticks, clear tape with
dispenser, tissue box.

Choir (Junior High and High School): black 3-ring binder 1”, pencil

Club Fitness: P.E. uniform or regular Heritage uniform may be worn.

Conceptual science: Scientific calculator, spiral bound notebook with pockets (at least 120 pages), colored
pencils.

Physical Science: Each scholar will need two composition notebooks, two different colors of
pen or pencil (for notetaking and checking peers' work); two colors of dry erase markers and a
pack of 50 or more index cards that are blank on at least one side.

Physics: Each scholar will need two composition books, at least one of them needs to have graph paper in it);
at least two different colors of dry erase markers; a graphing calculator (TI-83 or 84 or Nspire are strongly
recommended); two different colors of pen and or pencil for taking notes (and highlighting) and checking
peers' work; and a small ruler (preferably transparent).

Piano class: Piano or keyboard, Solo music of choice, composition notebook, manuscript paper
(available as free pdf on line)

Pilates: at least 2 pairs of solid black leggings (past the knee and no cutouts or mesh), and 2 solid
black modest t-shirts

Pre Calculus: Spiral notebook , a graphing calculator is essential for this course. Texas Instruments
models: 83, 84, or N-spire are strongly recommended as all instruction will be done using these
calculators as models. A separate notebook that is used only for math will also be needed.

Robotics: Required for Fall: QTY 400-1,000 4.5 popsicle sticks, Donate to class: Low temp
mini glue sticks. Required for Spring: 2-6 empty paper towel rolls, 2-3 cardboard boxes or shoe
box. Donate to class: Rolls of duct tape.

Softball: glove, rubber cleat shoes, black softball pants, exercise workout clothes (white T-shirt and
shorts/workout pants)

Soccer: shin guards, socks that fit over shin guards, PE Uniforms as required by Heritage,
soccer cleats
